I Thess. 5:17 “Pray Conatinually.”
(Each Finger Should Represent Or
Be A Reminder Of Who Or What To Pray For)
THUMB - (Closest): Family, Friends, Brethren, Neighbors

INDEX - ( Pointer) Pray for those who have or are
presently pointing us to God. (Teacher,
Preacher, Church Leader, Neighbor, Classmate)

LONGEST - (Highest) Those who are in high places
of authority (church, governmeat, schools, etc.)

RING - (Weakest) Those who are weak:
a) physically (shut-ins) b) spiritually (lost, back-sliders, etc.)

LITTLE - (Smallest) Also - last. Think of oneself last

We Should See Oneself as the following Scriptures teach:

Rom. 3:23 - All have sinned

Gal. 6:3 - When one thinks he is something he deceives himself
Eph. 2:8,9 - It is by grace that one has been saved, not by works
Jas. 4:14 - All of us are but a vapor or mist, here for a short time

Acts 10:2 - Cornelius, a moral man, but yet unsaved

To be saved, the Book of Acts tells us to:

1) Believe in Jesus as Savior 16:31

2) Repent of our sins 17:30

3) Confess Christ audibly 8:37

4) Be baptized in water 2:38

5) Live a faithful Christian life 14:22
