“A BIG DAY IN AMERICA?”

In the Holy Scriptures there are at least thirteen different Joels
mentioned. The prophet Joel once stated to his people, the Israelites, as
found in Joel 1:1-3 (NIV):

1 The word of the LORD that came to Joel son of Pethuel.
